Dear Parent/Guardian,

As autumn and winter approaches we need to be aware that the current swine flu epidemic, although produces mild symptoms at present, may become more aggressive and affect your child’s schooling.

I would like to remind you about our school policy for dealing with epidemics.
We require all students with signs of swine flu ie. temperature over 38C,  aching limbs, headache, and a cough, to go home, either to parents or guardians as soon as possible, and to remain at home until fully recovered, approximately 3 – 7 days 
If your child has a vomiting bug or diarrhoea please keep them at home until eating normally and has recovered fully.

If you are planning to go away during the term time and you leave details of a guardian with the school, please can you make sure that the guardian is aware of our policy, and they are able to collect the child to take home if unwell.
There are 9 beds available in the medical centre so we can only offer short term care whilst waiting for you to collect your child.  During busy times your help is appreciated in this matter.
Please do not hesitate to contact the medical centre for advice if you are concerned about your child.
